“Peace and Liberation™: thus ran the banner headline which greeted
readers of Guernsey's local paper on Wednesday, 9th May, 1945. After
almost five years of occupation the emphasis was naturally on the
latter word and Liberation Day has been a Channel Island holiday ever
since. The intervening years leading to the fortieth anniversary have
however highlighted the earlier word: islanders are relieved that
Europe has experienced such a long period of peace.

The 1985 Crown, with its doves and an olive branch, serves as a
symbol of that peace and is issued in the hope that such a situation
may be prolonged indefinitely.

Struck in cupro-nickel. it measures 38.6 lmm diameter and weighs 28.28¢.

The obverse shows the new effigy of Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth 11 by
Raphael Maklouf and incorporates the Crest of the Bailiwick.
